Home Learning: 

It is expected that… 

 Children practise their spellings and times tables throughout the week 

 Children read to an adult at home at least 4 times a week and that this is recorded in their reading record 

 Homework is completed on time and to a high standard  
As well as this, a ‘Homework Menu’ will be sent home at the beginning of each half term. The children will have a 
set number of activities to choose from to complete over the weeks. This is due in during the last week of the half 
term.  

Our themes this term are… 

During this half term we will be investigating ‘Can you inspire a civilisation through sculpture?’ In Science, we 
will explore the properties of materials and how materials can be changed. In writing we will look at spooky stories 
after reading ‘Room 13’ and explore adding suspense to our narratives. In our Theme learning, we will explore what 
sculpture is and where artists get their inspiration. We will explore fractions decimals and percentages in our Maths 
lessons and in RE we will question how significant is it for Christians to believe that God intended for Jesus to die.
